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Princess Inaara does not only fight against the wrong in the third world. Her support now also strengthens aid projects in Europe and in the USA
Berlin -  When the divorced Gabriele princess to Leinigen, attained a doctorate, five years ago, then Renate Thyssen married the Aga Khan, the world was astonished. 
But there is not the glossful High Society appearances with its beautiful Begum Inaara, as she is called now, which determines the life of the Harvard graduate. Karim Aga Khan, modestly and nearly shyly on the social parquet, the living leader to approximately 20 million ismailis world-wide as a Muslim religious community. 
Its "Aga Khan development network" is the worlds largest private development assistance organization. Its fortune is immeasurable. The tasks in addition. 
That applies also to the Begum. As a president of "focus", the Ismaili emergency aid organization for crisis situations, organize the forty-year old international employments. 
But is just as important to this mother , the interests of children and that social commitment in its German homeland. 
She spoke about the created association "Innocence in Danger" (innocence in danger), which fights against Kiddie Pornography in the Internet. The pornography utilization in the net resembles the drug trade, and is profit yielding, well organized and high criminal. On 19 September the princess will function as a screen lady of the first large Gala of the association in Berlin: 
PICTURE: Begum, why do you care for this taboo topic?
Begum: If children become victims from sexual force, then everything concerns us. We all have to be informed independently of our vocational or social position to intervene the obligation the authorities and the public. Pornography in the Internet to spread, is particularly despicable, since a once committed act is shown again and again. That is very bad for the victims and their member.. 
PICTURE: When and why was Innocence in Danger created?
Begum: The international organization in 1999 was brought at the edge of a UNESCO conference from world-wide influential personalities into being, in order to fight the abuse in the Internet. Much strength is necessary for it. The frightening numbers, for each side closely with other criminal backgrounds. 
PICTURE: With such parties one always asks oneself: Why are the costs not directly donated?
Begum: Because it concerns more than just money. Naturally we need money, in order to know how to finance projects and prevention. But beyond that political lobbyism must be operated, about the topic be spoken, so that it comes out from the taboo zone. Prominent ones create more public attention. I find it very good that our Secretary of Family Affairs Renate Schmidt likewise engages herself. Important is also the expert forum, which will meet on 19 September in the morning in the Lower House.
PICTURE: Do people know that you they personally concerned?
Begum: No. Many do not know it, because most victims do not announce themselves. Therefore it is the more important that we, thus the community, risk everything, to save to our children from such experiences.
